4. Minutes of the July 15th, 2008.  Moved by Jim Bakker and seconded by Ellen Wilson that the minutes be approved as written.  Carried.

5. Business arising from minutes.  None.

6. Correspondence:  i.  Annual Meeting of Canadian Chamber of Commerce in Quebec City, October 2nd, 2008. ii.  Small Business, Big Ideas (SBBI) Show pod cast weekly – Jim Bakker will send out information to membership.

7. Financial report:  Bank Account $9028.17 ($1799.45 – Hastings County Project, $1799.00 - Mainstreet Banners, $526.83 – Radio $34.91 – Market $58.76).  There are 76 paid Chamber members.  

8. Old Business:  i.  Business Breakfast Meeting – This was attended by 20 business people and proved to be a successful networking event. .  ii.  Hastings County Project for signs, tables and benches.  This is proceeding well.  The funding was provided through the County of Hastings and the RED Fund for improvements to downtown areas to aid in tourism and economic development.  iii.  Event Status Reports - Madoc Canadian Heritage Music & Arts Festival, July 3-6.  This event ended up $5500.00 in debt, which is not bad for a first attempt. CFDC carries the interest free loan and the Chamber will pay $100.00/month to pay it down. A lot was learned and on September 10th there will be a meeting to discuss an application for Government funding for the nest one.  Jim Bakker made a motion asking for Chamber of Commerce Support for next year.  This was seconded by Ellen Wilson and the motion was carried.  iii.  Market Vendors Association and Canada Day Fireworks Committee Updates – not available

9. New Business:  i.  Review of Chamber Insurance Coverage. Connie Robinson from McDougall Insurance gave a hand out providing the information of our policy (copy attached).  It appears our insurance will not cover events if there is alcohol or fireworks involved.  Jim Bakker asked for the cost of additional riders to cover these events. Connie also recommended that market vendors etc have their own liability insurance. ii.  Car Pooling / Ride Sharing. Reeve Deline asked the Chamber on behalf of the Municipal Council, if there is a need for a lot to be set aside for the use of people who car pool.  The Chamber will conduct a survey and report back to the municipality. Reeve Deline also reviewed some information from Council.  The two bag garbage limit goes into effect Sept. 1st.  The Medical Centre has started and at present there is a $1.6 million short fall that works out to $110.00 per household per year for four years.  There will be development at Hwys 7 & 62, all the details and agreements are in the works.  Hwy 62 south will be temporarily paved for repairs.  iii.  Artists and Artisans Conference, Oct. 15th.  Enterprise Quinte will be offering a program directed at home based businesses, including marketing, advertising, insurance and the art of selling on line.  This will be held Wednesday, Oct. 15th at the Tweed Lion’s Hall.  The chamber of Commerce will be a sponsor and apply to CFDC for funding.    iv.    Recognition of Downtown Business Support for Medical Centre.  Labour Day weekend,  The area businesses will show their support by wearing lab coats and lapel pins.   v.   The Santa Claus Parade will be November 29th, 7 p.m.  vi.  Harry Todd raised the issue of the perceived difficulty of a new business that was trying to set up in town.  He will meet with Tom Deline privately to discuss the issue.  vi.  Jan Toland also discussed trying to raise awareness and support for the arts community in Madoc and area.  vii.  There will be an Economic Summit for Hastings County at the Madoc Township Hall, September 22nd, 2008.

Premises — exposure is when there is ownership or occupancy of a property. The
property is the premises. (ex: where monthly meetings held, location of the farmers

market etc.)

Operations — exposure relates to the operations of a business. (ex: Santa Claus Parade,
other fundraising events, meetings, etc.)

Events/Operations presently included under the policy:

Operations usual to that of the Chamber — ie monthly meetings, breakfast meetings, etc.
Events — Farmers Market, Santa Claus Parade, Monkfest, Music & Arts Festival

Under the current policy & premium, coverage can be extended to include up to 10
events, provided there is no alcohol/special effects (ex fireworks). The company would
still need to be made aware of the events. If alcohol etc involved would be an additional

premium.

The liability coverage is for the operations/premise exposure of the Chamber of
Commerce and is not intended to pick up coverage of others. (ie; farmers market —

premise liability and operations of the chamber — not covermg product sold by the
